Fold Tab

Apply Edge Guard™ Sealant
tape along cut edge and fold
over.  For outdoor installati-
ons, place bead of Starbrite
along cut edge before folding.

Fold Edge Guard™ over 
to form a seal.  Trim exc-
ess even with factory 
lamination with scissors.

Apply second Edge
Guard™ Sealant tape and 
fold around first seal lea-
ving 0.25” excess.

Trim end to leave 
0.25” seal to prevent
moisture from penetrat-
ing the lamp.

It is important that Light Tape   always is completely sealed.  Our factory sealed barrier encapsulation 
protects the lamp against moisture and also acts as an insulator.  If our factory barrier lamination is cut, it 
is important to reseal the lamp with our Edge Guard™ fluoropolymer barrier sealant tape.  For outdoor 
installations, it is important to apply our recommended sealant, Star Brite   , to the edge of Light Tape  .
